Over the past year many of you have given
your time to help us build “stage one” of the
new improved home which we have been
planning for our rescued monkeys. We would
especially like to thank the folk at the Shrine
of the Black Madonna in Dunedin — their
very generous donations have paid for con-
creting the floor of the new enclosure. It’s
been an emotional roller coaster, with
tremendous amounts of time and effort needed
to create a safe but exciting new world for the
three retired monkeys. Along this road we
have watched each of the monkeys develop
new confidence and a sense of contentment,
which has been very rewarding.

Tragically Rachel, our four year-old
macaque passed away in August this year. She
died after she was put under anaesthetic so
that her broken thumb could be pinned.
Anaesthetics are always risky, and no-one was
to blame. Rachel was a young and healthy
animal, and there was no way of predicting
that she would react in this way. We would
like to extend warmth and thanks to all of you
for your kind words of support. Although
Rachel’s life was short and we are devastated
by the loss, we can’t help but smile when we
think of her. She had a strong and outgoing
personality, and in her time with us she
certainly did make herself at home and
enjoyed life to the fullest.

Laurie, our 15 year-old capuchin monkey also
had surgery this season. Whilst amputating the
tip of a damaged finger (cheeky Rachel had
bitten it) we were pleased to be able to take

the opportunity to castrate him and have a
dentist check his teeth. We would like to
thank Alastair Ferguson and his team at
Crofton Downs Vet Clinic who donated
their time and expertise to help Laurie
and Rachel in their times of need.

Where to from here? Our goal is
to help other monkeys in need, and grow
our facilities into a haven for these wee
souls, who so often fall victim to the
entertainment industries, laboratories and
the pet trade. At the Sanctuary we have
some beautiful valleys, which we do not
currently need for the other rescued farm
animals. This is where our vision begins,
as we hope to eventually redevelop this
area to provide a refuge for other small
primates.

Boredom Busters for Dogs

Norm helps bottle feed the spring orphans

I often say that dogs and pups develop behaviour
problems because of boredom.

Can you imagine life alone in a back yard? No mat-
ter how big and grassy it is, there is only so much a
dog can do before getting bored. So for a wee bit of
light relief it is likely that your typical dog will do a
little digging, pull the washing off the line, pull out
some expensive plants, bark a few tunes, run at any
passing strangers and maybe chew whatever there is
to chew. Some dogs will use their brains to find a
way to escape - over or under the fence, they’re not
fussy!

The problem is that when owners come home from
a long hard stressful day at work, the last thing they
want to deal with is a complaint from the neigh-
bours about barking, or a reorganised backyard. It’s
hard enough even having to think about taking their
bored, hyped up hound for a walk. So they get an-
gry and they blame the dog, the very dog that they
put in this situation. It hardly seems fair, and it is-
n’t!

Dogs are pack animals. They thrive in a social set-
ting, which is where they learn their place within
the pack. They also learn manners, boundaries with
other animals, and communication skills. Dogs find
fulfilment within their social environment.

Dogs also like work; they, like us, like to achieve
something satisfying in their day. Most dogs have
innate desires. However, whether they have been
bred to retrieve, to guard, or to round up sheep, they
share a common interest in wishing to please their
owners. The fact is, if we as owners, do not shape
these instinctual needs into socially acceptable be-
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haviours and provide our dogs with an outlet that is
acceptable to us, then the dog will find his own way
of fulfilling his needs. This creates a situation in
which accidents and destructive behaviour are
likely.

I hate to say it but most bad dogs are just bored, and
we just need to take more responsibility as owners.
Below are some simple ideas about ways that you
can enhance your dog’s life.

Here are some ways you
can enrich your dog’s life

71 Learn to communicate with your dog

71 Let your dog live as part of the family
(at the bottom of the pack of course)

1 Have a basket of enrichment toys and
rotate them every day

71 Care for two dogs, so they will be
company for each other

1 Go to obedience or agility classes

1 Take your dog to work

1 Include your dog in fun family outings,
paper rounds and walks

(1 Enlist a reputable dog walker or doggy
day care

1 Have play dates with neighbours

71 If you can’t fit your dog in your life
consider rehoming to a family that
can.

We keep horses fenced in paddocks, setting
boundaries that mean that they can not provide for
themselves if we lose interest in caring for them.

So please be responsible and ask not what your
horse can do for you but what you can do for your
horse. Horses are hardworking and selfless ani-
mals, they serve you well and deserve nothing less
than your respect and care.

Brandy in her new home
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Featured recipe: Eric’s legendary cruelty-free bacon and egg pie

Ingredients:

400 grams silken tofu

1 medium onion

2/3 cup grated soy cheese
1/4 teaspoon curry powder
1/8 teaspoon turmeric
Pinch of salt

2 large tomatoes

4 large flat-mushrooms

4 slices vegan/faux bacon
3 sheets lard-free flaky Puff Pastry ("NuWay")

Cut the onion in to very fine squares and fry in water
until lightly golden. Blend the tofu until it looks like
whipped cream. Place into a large bowl and mix the
tofu, salt, curry, tumeric and grated soy cheese, then
mix in the fried onion.

Rinse and wipe the mushrooms, then slice thinly
widthways and fry until much of the juice has evapo-
rated, then put aside to drain. Slice the tomatoes, and
put to one side. Fry the faux bacon until semi-crisp.

In a 250 x 150 mm pie dish, place one and a half
sheets of pastry, enough to come up the sides and
over the top.

In the following order place the ingredients in to the
pie dish. A layer of tofu mix, the faux bacon, some
more tofu mix, the mushrooms, more tofu mix, the to-
matoes, then finally the last of the tofu mix.

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Use a splash of water to dampen the top edges of the
pastry, then place the other one and a half sheets of
pastry over the top and press around the edges with a
fork to seal the pastry. Use the fork to punch holes in
the top, to stop steam build up occurring in the cook-
ing process that makes the pastry go soggy. Bake on
190°C for about 30 minutes, or until the pastry rises
and is golden.
